
Packages proteins and releases them in vesicles to be transported to the cell membrane





Combines light energy, CO2  and water in order to produce glucose. 








Forms spindle fibers in animal cells during cell division 





Produces Proteins in the cell by  translating messenger RNA into a protein using transfer RNA





Breaks down glucose through a series of chemical reactions in order to release energy in the form of ATP





Allows certain substances to pass into and out of the cell based on size, charge and structure








Stores water and food substances  and is very large in plant cells








Series of canals in the cell which allows the transport of proteins
